Early Voting  

 

Early ballots have been mailed and you should have yours by Friday.  If you do 

NOT have yours by then call the County Recorder’s office in your county.  If 

you don’t have that information, go to the Voter’s Dashboard on the Clean 

Elections site at this link.  https://www.azcleanelections.gov/  (Put in your

YIKES!  Who are these judges? These other candidates?  What are all these 

other issues on my ballot.  HELP!  

 

Judges –  

You will have the chance to vote to retain (or not) justices of the AZ 

Supreme Court as well as Judges of the Court of Appeals and the 

Superior Court.  Judges in Arizona are appointed, but voters have the 

opportunity to vote to retain or dismiss. The ones that appear on your 

ballot depend on the County you are in and the court.  The Arizona 

Commission on Judicial Review prepares information that is contained 

in the “What’s On My Ballot” 2018 General Election Publicity Pamphlet 

from the Secretary of State Office that was mailed to you.   If you don’t 

have it, you can find it on line at this link:  www.azsos.gov  (click on 

elections, then on the Publicity Pamphlet).  Judges information starts on 

page 163.).  or www.azjudges.info   Highlights: 

• No judges were found to be incompetent by the commission, although 

some received some negative votes, and the details in the Publicity 

Pamphlet includes results of surveys sent to attorneys who had appeared 

before that judge as well as litigants and witnesses who had direct 

experience with the judge.  

 

• Voting to retain or recall Judges.  Two are state Supreme Court Judges.   

• Clint Bolick is one of the appointments made by Gov. Ducey when the 

Legislature increased the size of the court from five to seven.  He had 

never been a judge before and was Vice President of the Goldwater 

Institute.   

• John Pelander III was appointed by Gov. Jan Brewer and has been on the 

Court since 2009.  In 2012, the Arizona Tea Party Patriots tried to get him 

recalled over some of his opinions, but they failed.

Anderson, Arthur – ruled that dreamers ae eligible for in state tuition 

Cooper, Kay – ruled that the state must reimburse public schools $300 million

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Duncan, Sally – Held prosecutors accountable by throwing out a case in which she determined    

prosecutors’ conduct has “crossed the line” 

Foster, George – scolded Scottsdale defendant who snapped pictures up women’s skirts for

Granville, Warren – advocated for a reduced sentence for a cop accused of killing an unarmed 

man  

Myers, Sam – ordered release of body cam video in mesa police killing of daniel shaver 

Otis, Erin – accused of violating the first amendment rights of the meda in 2017 when she 

issued a gag order pertaining to the privacy of a prosecutor 

Rea, John – Ruled that Bill Montgomery has no authority to pursue campaign finance 

allegations against Tom Horne in 2013  

Smith, James – ruled that the invest in ed language was NOT misleading, striking down efforts 

by the AZ Chamber of Commerce to get it off the ballot.  (It was taken off subsequently by the 

AZ Supreme Court and the votes have not been released yet). 

 

Central Arizona Water Board candidates!   

Whoa! 14 of them?  You can vote for up to five.  The Sierra club has 

endorsed three (Goddard, Macre, and Martin).  Here’s some information

The Central Arizona Water Conservation District (CAWCD) is a 15-member board that 

oversees and manages operation of Central Arizona Project (CAP), a 336-mile canal that 
brings Colorado River water into the Phoenix area and south to Tucson. Sierra Club’s 

Grand Canyon Chapter is pleased to endorse these candidates due to their commitment to 
looking at more sustainable water policies and clean energy to move that water. Terry

Massive Confusion on Proposition 305.  Don’t be fooled! 

 

• Vote NO on prop 305 to support public education and stop vouchers from 

being used to transfer money from public to private and religious schools!   

• Why is this so confusing?  Because Prop 305 is a Citizen’s Veto.  Arizona 

State Senate passed a law, SB1431 that expands so-called “empowerment 

scholarships” to ALL k-12 students and makes it sound like these are 

scholarships for low income families.  Actually, “empowerment 

scholarships” are vouchers that go to families to use for private, religious, 

and home schooling.

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o If the Legislature passes a bill we oppose, we first work to get it ON 

the ballot by collecting signatures so that it can be decided by the 

people at the next general election.  

o Second, if we get enough signatures to put it on the ballot, now we 

work to VETO it by voting NO.    

• And, since the voucher only pays about half the average cost of private or 

religious tuition, it goes MAINLY to middle or high income families, not 

low income ones.  

• Here’s what the Children’s Action Alliance says:   
o A NO vote preserves vouchers for students with special needs. 

o A NO vote stops the state from draining more tax dollars into private schools that can 

turn away any child for any reason. 

o A NO vote allows Arizona to better invest in K-12 public education.

No One Is Above the Law:  Rallies in Case DJT interfers with 

Mueller      

The “instant response” if DJT fires Rosenstein or Mueller (or takes other action that 
would seriously threaten the investigation) would produce an estimated 900 rallies 
involving more than 400,000 people in the United States.  You can sign up at this link to 
be notified of immediate nation-wide (and Arizona-wide) rallies if DJT fires Mueller or 
Rosenstein.  https://www.trumpisnotabovethelaw.org/event/mueller-firing-rapid-

response/search/.   The Phoenix event will be at the state capitol.  

Or, you can text 668-366 with the word “alert.”  Here’s how:  click on 

“messages” on your I-phone, then click on the pencil in the top right hand 

corner.  If there is no pencil, push the back arrow.  You will get a “to” screen.

PROPOSITIONS / QUICK SUMMARIES.  

 

• Vote YES   Proposition 125 - Corrections Officer Retirement Plans 

Proposition 125.  This proposal does NOT change the basic retirement plan 

for anyone.  The issue is this:  how much of an INCREASE should be given 

each year to retirees?  Currently, the increase is based on market 

performance and is contingent rather than guaranteed.  When the market 

collapses, the investments lose money and since 2008 recession the pension 

fund has never fully recovered. Estimates are it will be bankrupt in about 10 

years.  The change would be to guarantee a cost of living increase of up to 

2%.  In Legislative hearings earlier, testimony showed that current and 

future retirees who would be affected SUPPORT this change.   This 

proposal was passed unanimously by the Arizona Legislature as the best 

solution to prevent failure of long-term pension funds and is supported by 

many local governments.

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• Vote NO Protect Arizona’s Taxpayers Act Proposition 126. WHY vote no?  

If this is passed, it would prevent the AZ Legislature from being able to 

increase existing taxes on a wide range of items and prohibit any new ones 

on “services.”  Liberals and conservatives both oppose this plan because it 

ties the hands of elected leaders.  Progressives oppose because it will mean 

cuts in public services. Yes, this would prohibit regressive sales taxes (a 

good thing), but the inability to raise taxes or create new ones would be 

worse.      
 

• Vote YES   Clean Energy for a Health Arizona Proposition 127.  Why?  If 

you want to do your part to combat climate change, then a YES vote 

requires AZ Utility companies to reach 15% clean energy by 2025 and 50% 

by 2030.  Both sides are claiming it will reduce energy costs when in fact no 

one really knows in the short run what will happen with utility costs and in 

the long run, solar and clean sources are cheaper.  There are health benefits 

and environmental benefits.   
 

• Vote NO Expansion of Empowerment Scholarships Proposition 305. This 

proposal if passed would expand voucher eligibility to all K-12 students, 

thereby “affirming” SB1431 passed last year. Save Our Schools and other 

public education supporters are trying to VETO this bill.  A NO vote 

VETOES voucher expansion. There is a great deal of misleading 

advertisements for “YES,” implying that a YES vote will support public 

education and give scholarships to kids.  A YES vote HARMS public 

education as it strips funds from public schools and lets middle and upper 

middle class parents use them to supplement tuition at private and 

religious schools.  Vote NO to protect public education.   
 

• Vote NO Arizona Unlawful Contributions from Clean Election Accounts 

and Commission Rulemaking Requirements Proposition 306.  A YES 

vote will have several negative effects on election integrity and 

transparency.  It will insert  insert partisanship into the Clean Elections 

Commission and take away its rule-making and its enforcement authority.  

A “no” vote will help protect voters against “dark money” donations.

Click on the “messages” icon on your i-

phone, then click on the pencil in the top right-hand corner.  You will get a “To:   “ screen.  Put 

in 504-09 and then in the message type “resist.”  They will respond and ask for your zip code or 

address and what you want to do.  This is a free service, reportedly developed by volunteers. It 

will ask for your zip code or address, and then you can send a fax, letter, make a phone call, 

send an e-mail to Sen. Flake and Kyl and the House member as well or even to Governor 

Ducey.   

 

After you have sent several, it will ask you which of the various people you want it sent to.  At 

first, it just sends to all three, later it will add state-level elected officials, too.  You get more 

services after you’ve used it awhile!
